Hazard and Toxic warnings on RhinoTop MSDS

Hazard and Toxic warnings on MSDS sheet for Rhino Top are intended for liquid material.  Once cured, RhinoTop can be considered inert and non-toxic if ingested in small quantities.  

RhinoTop contains no silica to produce inhalation hazard.  Ingredients, such as Ammonium hydroxide, glycol ethers and surfactants, are volatile and leave the film completely within the first 3-4 days after application.  Remaining polymers, including the acrylic and epoxy resins, coalesce and cross link becoming inert if consumed.  Remaining fillers are also considered inert and do not pose any toxic issues.

This does not mean though, that there will not be some discomfort in some cases if the cured product is consumed.  Only that this discomfort will be the result of eating something foreign to the body, not due to any toxic effects of the ingredients.
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
